College Focus: Michigan State University

Statistics:  Michigan State University is located in East Lansing, Michi-
gan.  Michigan State is a 5,200-acre campus with 2,000 acres planned for
development.  There are 660 buildings, 85 of which are used for instructional
space. There are students from every county in Michigan, every state in the
United States, and about 125 other countries.

Majors:  Many majors are offered at MSU and the right one is there for
you!  With over 200 academic majors, there are a variety of options for a
career.  Majors include Physics, Biology, Business, and Accounting.

Dorm Life:  You must live on campus as a freshman on Michigan State
University’s campus unless you live within fifty miles and with your parents.
Michigan State is able to house more than 17,000 students in 24 buildings.
There are also residential colleges that let students live with the same
students that they have class with.  Every residence hall has laundry rooms,
storage areas, lounges, and study rooms for your convenience.  Many others
contain money machines, computer laboratories, and music and weight
rooms.

Campus Life:  There is always something to do at Michigan State!
Students can cheer on one of the 25 intercollegiate sports on campus or
intramural sports. Michigan State has one of the nation’s largest intramural
sports programs.  MSU also is home to a planetarium, an art museum, a
natural history museum, and much more.  Also, because MSU is located in
the capital of Michigan, there is always something to do in the city!

Student Organizations:  Michigan State has over 525 registered student
organizations that range from religious to hobbies to career aspirations.
There are also 50 nationally affiliated Greek-letter communities on MSU’s
campus.

Cost to Attend MSU:  The average cost for a Michigan resident to
attend Michigan State University is $12,018.50.  For an out of state student it
would cost about $21,978.50.  This cost includes a full year at MSU.

Career Focus: Pharmacist

Medical technology is advancing
and daily career opportunities

are increasing at a high rate. One
career field in which this is especially
important now is the pharmacy field.
With the age of citizens in the United
States increasing, more medicine is
being created to treat illness and
disease and therefore the demand for
pharmacists is growing.

Retail pharmacists’ main job is
dispensing medicine to his customers.
They also will advise doctors on drug
therapy including dosage, side-effects,
and interactions with other medicine.
In addition to the other job duties a
pharmacist may have to compound
medication, which consists of mixing
ointments, liquids, and solutions. The
most important task of a pharmacist,
however, is to inform customers of
their medication treatments and to
answer questions that go along with
their prescriptions. A pharmacist is the
closest person available for people to
go to with questions and are therefore
the people that are highly trusted and
respected.

If you don’t want to work in a
hospital, retail, or nursing home setting,
you still have more career options.
With the new advancements in drug
therapy, many pharmacists are begin-
ning to take part in the research aspect
of this field. Many research and
develop new medication and test the
side effects of the new development.
Pharmacists can also work as consult-
ants for insurance companies and they
can teach college classes.

To become a pharmacist a person
needs to have a strong chemistry
background. A student will first study
pre-pharmacy and take biology and

chemistry classes for two or three
years in an undergrad institution and
then apply to a College of Pharmacy to
become a Doctor of Pharmacy. In
Michigan there are three schools with
a College of Pharmacy, Ferris State
University, Wayne State University,
and The University of Michigan.
Before you are admitted to a college
of pharmacy, you must take an en-
trance exam called the PCAT. Gener-

ally it takes a total of six years to
become a pharmacist, but it’s definitely
worth the wait because on average
pharmacists make $70,000 annually.

If you’re interested in becoming a
pharmacist, talk to your local pharma-
cist and begin talking to various
colleges about their pharmacy pro-
grams. The sooner you begin prepar-
ing, the more prepared you will be to
start a great career.
